years, Nominees may apply to become Associates.
This means that they may work full time for the agency,
but are not Company Directors. After a further two years,
they may then apply for full membership and acquire
the same status and voting rights as all other Members.
Occasionally a photographer passes through the Nominee
~ and Associate stages but is refused full membership.
Jontributors are generally photographers who have been
Members for at least twenty-five years and who keep
close links with the agency but choose to no longer
participate in board decisions. Correspondents are mainly
m}pbotogmphers who have entrusted a project to Magnum
but who do not work for them exclusively.
